Flight Simulator II for the Apple II

The A2-FS2 (1983) program is very similar to the Microsoft Flight Simulator 1 and 2 for the IBM PC, but released by subLOGIC. To run this version on a PC a disk-image is available for an Apple emulator, of which a few are available. For this we again use the Applewin emulator by Michael O'Brien/Terry Hsu. Thanks to Matthew Wu for providing me this solution. The download contains disk-images for version II as well as version 1. A separate download contains the control key reference card. 

Instructions for starting up the emulator

Create a new directory on your hard disk and unzip the contents of the emulator file into this directory. Start the Apple emulator by double clicking on the Applewin.exe program. 
If you think of running it more often it might also be a good idea to create a new (Applewin) shortcut on the desktop. Click on the Help button (or press <F1>) to read the excellent HELP information. Some important keys: <F8> opens "system setup", <F9> switches between window and full screen and <F11> switches between colour and monochrome.

To select A2-FS2 click on the  
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  button, then click on the    button to start the program.
Instructions to run the program

When the program starts, you are placed at a familiar place: the beginning of runway 36 at Meigs Airport, Chicago. The aircraft controls are based on those of version 1, but much enhanced. You can now also view in all directions. For further instruction see the control key reference card.
